Each school was allocated a per student amount to support implementation of the curriculum, pd, and improve 
health/wellness of students & faculty. Student data from assessments & progress data is tracked through a 
predetermined schedule at each school level. 38% scored at mastery ELA, 28% in math, 16% in SS, 21% in sci. Students 
scoring below mastery are targeted for remediation and interventions.  3rd - 8th scoring at or above mastery are 
targeted for enrichment. Students have individual goals established through ILT/SLT process. Interventionists maintain 
data on student progress.  In/After school tutoring options provide students with more opportunities to improve 
achievement. K-2 students are monitored using DiBELS, assessments and Zearn.  All 3rd graders students scoring below 
grade level attended the summer literacy interventions. Summer learning is offered by all schools.  CIR/UIR provide 
opportunities for learning in all grades.  Other schools target student groups based on data trends with a focus on 
literacy.  District partners with Career Compass to provide academic and career counseling & senior counseling. Seniors 
who have not met LEAP requirements participate in additional interventions, instruction, remediation.

Students who score Basic or 
below on the most current Spring LEAP in two or more content areas will have an IAIP to address their needs. Identified 
students receive targeted instruction in the identified subject area. Teachers utilize HQC with identified students to 
provide instructional supports during core instruction with small group instruction. Identified students receive daily 
additional 30 minutes of Acceleration Time embedded in the school day or in after-school program. Acceleration time 
includes the following: Zearn, FLAME, LIFT, FIRE, FCRR activities, and/or Sonday.  IAIP are revisited twice a year to 
monitor progress and make adjustments. After analyzing student data in the spring, students who continue to 
demonstrate below proficiency scores will be enrolled in a summer program with 30 hours of focused instruction using a 
high quality curriculum aligned to standards.
