We know that all students have experienced learning loss due to the Pandemic. However, there are some subgroups and 
grade levels that have experienced a greater impact. Although all schools receive funding to address learning loss, using 
the data from our instructional cycles (pre-module, mid-module, and end of unit assessments) and spring Leap 2025 
data there are targeted groups of students where additional funding is allotted to address student needs. Our students 
with disabilities have the lowest percent of students attaining mastery followed by our students of color and 
economically disadvantaged groups. Every school in our district added an intervention period to the school day. The 
minimum time scheduled was 25 minutes; however, most of our schools added 30 minutes or more for acceleration. 
Schools use accelerate lessons and our district aligned resources for students during this time period. We have Equip 
which gives students a very brief pre module assessment that diagnoses a student's need in order to be successful 
during the current unit. It gives teachers individualized lessons to work with the students' during intervention time. We 
are using Mclass, Zearn, Amira, I-Ready, after-school and SLC.
