Beginning in school year 2023-2024, Delhi Charter School will inforce "In House Consequences" regarding excessive 
Unexcused Absences. Once a student reaches five unexcused absences per semester, or ten unexcused absences total 
for the school year, certain privileges will be lost. These privileges are spelled out for each grade span K-5, 6-8, and 9-12 
in the Student Handbook.

Beginning in august 2023, Delhi Charter School will incorporate a Seat Recovery Program that will allow students to 
make up time for unexcused absences. On designated days during the school week, students will stay after school from 
3:30 pm until 5:30 pm, and each school day will account for half of an unexcused absence. Seat Recovery Program will 
also offer two Saturdays per month where students can come in at 9:00 am and stay until 1:00 pm. A completed 
Saturday will account for one full-unexcused absence recovery.

"Gator Time" refers to 2nd half of the ELA and 
Math blocks during which students receive remediation, intervention and enrichment from the same ELA and Math 
teachers that they regularly receive content instruction from.  All teachers have been trained in the Tier I curriculum they 
are currently using.  Support is provided to small groups and individual students   Star Reading/Math and Freckle ( a 
digital practice platform that adapts to meet each student at the just-right level as determined by STAR Assessments) 
are used to monitor student needs and progress.
