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The Louisiana Department of Education is excited to partner with The Charles A. Dana Center to offer a 
Community of Practice for Math Leaders. This collaborative space will provide participants with the 
opportunity to engage in shared learning, exchange best practices, explore innovative teaching and 
coaching strategies, and work together to address needs in math education and instructional support. 
Additionally, the community will focus on how coaches can best support teachers in the effective 
implementation of High-Quality Instructional Materials (HQIM) to enhance student learning and outcomes.
