The LA Connectors for 

Els highlight what students do with language to accomplish content-specific tasks and 

language form (vocabulary, grammar, and discourse specific to a particular content area or 

discipline) which are needed by ELs as they develop competence in the practices associated 

with English language arts (ELA) & literacy, and mathematics.
