1 Student correctly places the picture that shows the stage when the fish has gill slits, 
large eyes and curled tail in the first cell; the picture that shows the stage when the fish 
has gill slits, large eyes, and a wide tail in the second cell; and the picture that shows 
the stage when the fish has gill slits, eyes and small fins with a wide tail in the third cell 
on the chart.
