 The Na�onal Assessment of Educa�onal Progress (NAEP) is developed and administered by the Ins�tute of Educa�on Sciences.  It is the largest na�onally representa�ve 
 and con�nuing assessment of what America’s students know and can do in various subject areas. Assessments are conducted periodically in mathema�cs, reading, 
 science, wri�ng, the arts, civics, economics, geography, and U.S. history. O�en called the “Na�on’s Report Card,” NAEP provides informa�on about trends in State and 
 na�onal student achievement over �me and allows educa�onal achievement to be compared across States.
