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2020 Census Self-Response
Weekly Highlights

All six Historically Black Colleges and Universities in Louisiana came
together for the Urban League’s HBCU Census Challenge Tele-Town
Hall. Each of the university presidents shared how the 2020

Census impacts their campuses, communities and partners. Fair
Count, Stacey Abrams’ nonprofit Census effort, provided data on how
a predicted undercount of African Americans would impact the state
of Louisiana.

The Urban League’s HBCU student interns provided critical
information on why the 2020 Census is important, especially to
students and shared a call to action for HBCUs to continue to
encourage students and the campus community to post a video or
picture on social media of them completing their census and tag
#ULLA_VOICE and their campus: #XULACensusChallenge,
#DUCensusChallenge, #SUNOCensusChallenge,
#SUBRCensusChallenge, #SUSLACensusChallenge,
#GSUCensusChallenge

The Louisiana Hispanic Complete Count Committee (Hispanic CCC)
is spearheaded by the Hispanic Chamber of Commerce of Louisiana
(HCCL). Since March they have been promoting engagement through
weekly emails, social media posts, community leader engagement
and participating in specific campaigns such as Latino Census Week,
Digital Census Weekend and the Census Video contest. In addition,
the HCCL’s Chair focused on the Census on their monthly radio show
on KGLA Radio and two other weekly participations in VIVA NOLA
television interviews and an interview with Jambalaya News Radio.
There have been other interviews with regional Census
spokespersons on TELEMUNDO 42 New Orleans, and

Jambalaya News.
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Pastor Tyrone Edwards of Zion Travelers Baptist Church in
Braithwaite is organizing neighboring churches to promote
participation in the 2020 Census message. Fellow churches were
able to pick up Census promotional items and fliers at his church to
disseminate at their churches and to their congregation. As Louisiana
begins to open back up and churches are beginning to have small
events outside, the pastors can reach out to the people in their
congregations and encourage them to be counted in the 2020 Census.
