Communicate literacy goals with students and families.

Monitor literacy goals regularly to ensure goals are being met.

Literacy outcomes will improve when students are provided high-quality core instruction
together with EXPLICIT LITERACY INTERVENTIONS AND EXTENSIONS based on
individual student needs.

Plan and deliver daily high-quality core curriculum instruction and interactions for all students.

Apply best practices for foundational skills instruction based on the science of teaching reading
in elementary classrooms.

Ensure access to books for students to practice reading skills through a classroom library.

Provide responsive interventions and extension opportunities to students based on individual
needs and promote the foundations of reading.

Engage in two-way reflective dialogue with leaders and respond to constructive feedback.
