Running Record Expectations

All teachers are required to take running records!!  The following guidelines outline how frequently you must assess your students.  These are the minimum requirements and you may take them more frequently if you choose.
Below Level Reader- 1 per week

On Level Reader- 1 every other week

Above Level Reader- 1 per month and you must have 5 for the nine week period

You are REQUIRED to code the MSV on every running record you take.

You must assess a student’s retell following each running record utilizing the retell rubric that matches the student’s level and note the score on the running record.  You must also have a teaching point following each running record specific to what you saw the child struggle with or to push their thinking.  You can refer to the leveled checklist for teaching points.  You need to note your teaching point on the running record.
All teachers are required to use the running record form found in your binder.  You are responsible for making additional copies as needed.  If a student has a fluency rate of 93% or above and a retell score of 3 or above consult the leveled checklist to make the final determination on whether or not to move the child up a level.  You must have evidence to support mastery of the skills found on the checklist prior to moving the student.
