Text Characteristics:

· Topics that go well beyond the readers’ personal experiences requiring background knowledge be built
· Content requiring the reader to take on diverse perspectives (race, language, culture)
· Ideas and themes requiring the reader to take on an unfamiliar perspective
· More challenging themes
· Many ideas and themes requiring understanding of cultural diversity
· Multiple characters to know and understand
· Characters revealed by what they say, do, think, and by what others say or think about them
	** You will need to balance your shared/interactive reading time between using grade level text to demonstrate text features and reading behaviors with the comprehension strategies.  There should be carry over of the comprehension strategies into your guided reading instruction.**

	LEVEL P Text Characteristics cont’d:

· Extensive use of descriptive and figurative language that is key to understanding the plot 
· Building suspense through events of the plot
· More complex fantasy elements
· Many complex content-specific words in nonfiction, mostly defined in text, illustrations, or in the glossary
· Multi-syllable proper nouns that are not easily decoded
· More difficult lay-out of informational text, some fiction text, with denser format
LEVEL P Reading Behaviors:

· Identifying the characteristics of a range of genres including biographies on less well known subjects

· Reading a range of texts such as chapter books, shorter fiction and informational text including mysteries, series books, short stories

· Identify and using underlying organizational structures to navigate through the text

· Ability to process lengthy, complex sentences, containing prepositional phrases, introductory causes, lists of nouns/verbs/adjectives

· Solve new vocabulary words which are defined in text and not defined in text

· Solving words automatically with minimal problem solving required

· Reading and understanding descriptive words, complex content specific words, technical words

· Demonstrate smooth, fluent processing
