New K-2 Knowledge and Skills Preparation Protocols are now available to support high-quality literacy
instruction. When planning for an upcoming unit of instruction, teachers should use both the Knowledge
and Skills Unit preparation protocols. Then, before implementing the lessons within a unit, teachers
should use the Knowledge and Skills Lesson Preparation Protocols to prepare for effective lesson
implementation.

These protocols provide a clear, consistent process for preparing units and lessons using high-quality
instructional materials (HQIM) and feature a two-phase lesson preparation structure designed to build
readiness and deepen teacher expertise over time. Together, the tools support intentional, text-based
instruction that strengthens vocabulary, language development, and comprehension, while also ensuring
systematic, explicit foundational skills instruction aligned to student needs.
