Congress released the Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2021 (CAA) on December 21, 2020. This legislation includes COVID-19 relief
specifying appropriations provisions to governors, state and local educational agencies (LEAs), and higher education institutions. The
bill also provides for childcare funding for assistance to providers and families and $3.2 billion for a new Federal Communications
Commission broadband fund.
