
2023 School Safety Summit Overview

The Louisiana Department of Education, in coordination with the Louisiana State Police, the Governor’s Office of

Homeland Security To bring school system leaders, local and state law enforcement, governmental agencies, and mental

health providers together for an opportunity to share and learn best practices around school safety and emergency

preparedness.

The 2023 Louisiana School Safety Summit will be held on Thursday, June 15, 2023 at the Raising Cane’s River Center in

Baton Rouge, LA.

The purpose of this document is to outline the specifics of the 2023 School Safety Summit. Event updates will be posted

to the School Safety Summit website and app.

Before the Event
Whova (WHO-va), an event management platform will be utilized for the session schedule, event communications, updates and

logistics. Attendees should review the Whova Attendee User Guide once registered for the event.

Registered participants will receive an email invitation from Whova inviting them to download the app and access the

event. If you have not received an invitation, download the mobile app and enter the email address used during

registration. You will be asked to create a password, enter your name and edit your profile. Whova will take you to the

event page automatically.

If you are unable to access the event in the Whova app using the email address on file, please contact healthyschools@la.gov

for support.

Ticket Confirmation
For the check-in process, bring either:

1) a printed version of your Whova ticket purchase that shows the QR code or

2) the QR code shown under your profile when logged into the Whova app.

It is recommended that all registered participants use the QR code shown under their profile within the Whova app. To

access your QR code within the Whova app, select your profile icon, then select ‘My Contact Info & QR Code’. Select the

option ‘My QR Code’.

Registered participants will need to show their ticket QR code to be checked in to the event upon first arrival and to be

checked in to each session at the meeting room entrance.

At the Event

Parking
● Parking is available in the parking garages located on St. Louis Street.

● The fee to park in these garages is $10, CARD ONLY.

● From the West: Take I-10 East to Baton Rouge and take exit 155A for LA-30/Nicholson Dr. Keep right, follow signs

for LA-30/Nicholson Dr. Continue onto St. Louis St. The West Parking Garage will be on your left and the East

Parking Garage will be on your right.

● From the East: Take I-10 West to Baton Rouge and use the right lane to keep right at the fork, continue on I-110

N and follow signs for Downtown/Metro Airport. Take exit 1A for Government St./LA-73 S. Turn left onto

Government St. and turn right onto St. Louis St. The West Parking Garage will be on your left and the East Parking

Garage will be on your right.

Event Check-In
● If entering from the parking garage, you may enter the River Center from the St. Louis Street entrance.

● If you are utilizing street parking, you may enter via the main entrance.

● Please note that all bags are subject to search upon entry to the River Center.

● If you are planning to carry a service weapon, you are required to present proper credentials along with photo

identification prior to being allowed entry to the River Center.

● Attendee check-in will be located on the first floor in the Exhibit Hall 1 Lobby beginning at 7 a.m. Please check-in

upon arrival.

● Please have your QR code ready to show before arriving at a check-in counter.

● At check-in, registered participants will be provided an event pass and lanyard. Both should be worn for the duration of

the event to identify participants who have completed check-in and allow entry into meeting rooms and lunch halls.

Meals
● A continental breakfast will be provided to registered attendees in the Riverview Room on the 2nd floor of the River

Center beginning at 7:00 a.m.

● Lunch will be located in the Exhibit Hall. Lunch will be provided to all registered participants from 12 p.m. - 1:30

p.m.

● Access to the meal areas will be permitted to participants using the event pass and lanyard provided at check-in.
