Purpose

Module 1 is a full day session that introduces the Louisiana Connectors and the contemporary pedagogical
shifts that lie at their core. This session is based on the theory that “language interaction between teachers and
students, and among students, plays a pivotal role in mediating the construction of knowledge” (Walqui, van
Lier, 2010, p.5). Teachers who participate in this anchor session will connect sociocultural language theory to
practice through the Louisiana Connectors to investigate how the standards and the shifts encourage student
interaction.
