Add pom-poms and
popsicle sticks with the
numerals 0-10 written on
them; have the children
line up the pom-poms on
the sticks to represent the
numeral on the stick (For
self-correction, the sticks
can also include dots for
the children to match
pom-poms to dots);
numeral puzzles

Add a suitcase and
clothing for the children
to pretend they are
packing for a trip; add a
phone book with a phone

Encourage children to
create numerals on
construction paper and
glue collage materials on
top

Add weighted numerals for
children to explore using
the balance scale;
encourage children to
count objects and compare
which set has more by
placing varying numerals of
objects on the balance
scale (For example, if one
side of the scale has three
counting bears and the
other side has seven, the
children can use the weight
to determine the larger set)

Provide dominoes for
the children to count the
dots; add tactile numeral
(sandpaper or other
rough/bumpy surface)
cards for children to
trace with their finger
