2022-2023, and 2023-2024 school years.

e Asof March 2024, there are approximately 3,246 credentialed mentors
statewide; the need for 2023-2024 was 1,374 mentors.

Bulletin 746 Mentor Policy Update

At the April meeting, BESE approved updates to Bulletin 746 regarding the
mentor teacher (MT) policy. The following were approved:

Those on a PL may have a mentor that is system-based.
The provisional MT certification is valid for two years.
Individuals who complete the Louisiana Educator Evaluation training and
certification are eligible to apply for the MT certificate.
The LDOE will approve yearly waivers on an individual basis.
o The LEA and preparation provider may mutually agree on an individual
for up to two years.

Just like previous years the mentor waiver will be granted on a case-by-case
basis through the application process established by the LDOE and at no cost
to the applicant, school system, or teacher preparation provider.

The 2023-2024 Mentor Credential Waiver Application opened in July. Refer to
the Mentor Waiver Application Guide for details on completing this year’s
application.

The 2023-2024 Mentor waiver application portal will remain open until June 8,
2024.

Math Competencies

Act 347 of the 2023 Regular Session, states that BESE shall revise teacher
certification requirements and the requirements of teacher education programs
to require instruction on foundational numeracy skills standards for candidates
seeking certification to teach students no later than December 31, 2023.

Bulletin 746 §8507.B.12 Beginning September 1, 2028, an applicant for initial
certification must have earned coursework or equivalent contact hours in
alignment with the adopted foundational numeracy competencies.

Literacy Exam Requirements

Beginning January 1, 2024, Out-of-State applicants, authorized to teach
grades K-3, and not meeting exam requirements with experience will need to
take the Teaching of Reading exam in addition to content and pedagogy
exams.

Initial applicants completing in-state preparation programs already enrolled
in the year-long residency and holding either the PL or R credential prior to
January 1, 2025 are not subject to taking the Teaching of Reading exam.

Add-on policy is effective September 1, 2024.

New Literacy Exam Option

BESE adopted the Louisiana Elementary Multiple-Subjects exam (7001), which
includes as a part of the English Language Arts subtest, the Teaching of
Reading exam.

Allows for an option with the same number of exams as currently required
Includes grades K-3 (PK-3, 1-5, Special Education areas)

Passing score increases over time to gradually increase Science of Reading
skill mastery for teacher candidates

Effective June 1, 2024




Add-on Literacy Requirements (General)

For add-on purposes, general reading and literacy hours may be fulfilled with:

e Theindicated semester hours
o Successful completion of the BESE-approved literacy foundations
training may be accepted for the number of hours approved per
program
e Equivalent contact hours or
e Passing the adopted Teaching of Reading exam

LETRS completion certificates must be verified by Louisianaliteracy@la.gov
for add-on credit.
