End-of-Year Assessment Method and Name: The Assessment of Braille Literacy Skills (ABLS) is a tool that tracks progress
toward the mastery of all skills needed to become an efficient and effective braille reader.

When assessed at the beginning of the school year, the student demonstrated retention of nearly all 56 Emergent
Literacy Braille Readiness skills that were introduced during the previous school year. These emergent skills are the
same skills a sighted student must learn in order to become a successful print reader with the addition of tactile
discrimination skills. This student has shown a great interest in learning to read as evidenced by the pace at which the
emergent skills were mastered and the fact they were retained over the summer break. It is anticipated a similar pace of
learning will occur with the academic literacy skills.
